I recently read a story of a lady 
who sought opportunities on a 

weekly basis to teach her 
children about kindness. One 

day, she and her children were 

traveling along around lunchtime and her children wanted McDonaldÕs. On their way 
to the restaurant, they passed several beggars on the street, so this mother decided 

to use this as another opportunity to teach her children about kindness. In the drive-
through, the mother ordered meals for her children and extra meals to go. They then 

proceeded to drive up to different beggars, make small contributions to their 

collections, and then say, ÒOh, by the way, hereÕs lunch for you.Ó She never knew how 
much impact her lessons to her children were making to others until she happened 

upon the lady receiving her last McDonaldÕs meal. The lady receiving the meal was 
Þlled with joy and expressed that it was the best thing anyone had ever done for her. 

The mother giving the meal asked, ÒArenÕt you going to eat your lunch?Ó The lady 

replied, ÒOh no, this is for my daughter. She loves McDonaldÕs but I can never afford it 
for her.Ó 

 In a world where there is so much unkindness, thievery, deceit, and selÞshness, 
Christians can show the love of God through kindness. Paul taught that love Òis 

kindÓ (1 Corinthians 13:4). However, we are tempted by worldly teachings and 

practices. The world says that we are only to be kind to those who are kind to us, or 
we are only to be kind to good, honest, upstanding people. Rather, Jesus says the 

opposite. The Pharisees taught the same as the world and Jesus corrected their false 
teachings and practices. Jesus said, ÒYe have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt 

love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. But I say unto you, Love your enemies, 

bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which ...

despitefully use you, and persecute you; That ye may be the children of your Father 
which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and 

sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. For if ye love them which love you, what 
reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? And if ye salute your brethren 

only, what do ye more than others? do not even the publicans so? Be ye therefore 

perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfectÓ (Matthew 5:43Ð48). Because 
love is kind, we could easily replace the word ÒloveÓ in the latter passage with the 

word ÒkindÓ or the phrase Òbe kind toÓ and gain a greater understanding for one 
aspect of what Jesus is saying. 

 The story of the mother giving out McDonaldÕs meals is a great example. There 

are a great deal of beggars today that are dishonest and deceitful. However, she did 
not take a poll as to how many of them were; she was simply being kind. She certainly 

taught her children kindness. And by teaching them kindness, she taught them love. 
Love is kind. LetÕs grow in love.
