 A Real Hate Crime
Recently, a group of people visited my home. During 
their visit, I was  able to observe a most intriguing eventÑ
a father disciplining his  son. The three of us  were in my 
kitchen. The young boy, not even able to talk, was 
attempting to get into the cabinets. His father called him 
by name and plainly said, ÒNo.Ó The child looked at his 
father and immediately turned back to the cabinets  to 
continue his  endeavor. And so, the father took his  sonÕs 
hand, spanked it, and repeated the command, ÒNo.Ó 
The process had to be repeated at least once more, but 
eventually the young boy stopped, turned to his  father 
and with outstretched arms and a smile on his face ran 
into his  fatherÕs arms. While  such a response to 
discipline is  less common, it speaks  volumes. You see, that father was expressing tremendous 
love toward his  son. It was cabinetsÑwhatÕs the big deal? Actually, such a ÒsmallÓ expression 
has a larger impact than one may think. While I did not care so much about anything he could 
damage of mine, the father was teaching his son about the respect of othersÕ property. While 
the son did not know it at the time, the father was preventing him from potential greater 
harm; for, behind some of those cabinets  are toxic chemicals. The father was  teaching his son 
about obedience. And he was teaching his son about authority. Each of these is  a great 
expression of love.
 Each of the things  this father did is a Biblical principle of discipline. ÒThe rod and 
reproof give wisdom; But a child left to himself causeth shame to his  motherÓ (Proverbs 
29:15). ÒFoolishness  is bound up in the heart of a child; But the rod of correction shall drive it 
far from himÓ (Proverbs  22:15). ÒDo not withhold correction from a child, For if you beat him 
with a rod, he will not die. You shall beat him with a rod, And deliver his soul from 
hellÓ (Proverbs  23:13Ð14, NKJV). Dear friends, the translation of the Hebrew into English is  not 
advocation of physical abuse. It is  a proper use of physical force stemming from a rooted 
love. This father lovingly provided for his son prevention, protection, submission, and 
correction. In so doing, he showed the opposite of hatred toward his son: ÒHe who spares his 
rod hates his son, But he who loves him disciplines him promptlyÓ (Proverbs 13:24, NKJV).
 Daily, our world is trying to redefine things which are holy as  hatred. Often, there is 
the push to make loving endeavors  into Òhate crimes.Ó It is past time that we see one of the 
greatest of true Òhate crimesÓÑa lack of discipline. ÒHe who spares his rod hates his son.Ó

10 Things Satan Loves At Your Congregation
It doesn’t take a rocket scientist to realize the devil is everywhere in this world. And he is trying his hardest to creep 
into the Lord’s Church – the one place that should be a haven from his handiwork.
We are reminded to watch out for him:

Be sober-minded;!be watchful. Your!adversary the devil!prowls around!like a roaring lion, seeking someone to 
devour. (1 Pet. 5:8)

Satan specializes in wreaking havoc on the Church. And he’s got his sights on your congregation.
Notice some of the things he loves:
Apathy. Satan loves taking away our passion for pleasing God. One of his favorite lines is, “What’s the big deal?” 
Just look at all the indifference in your congregation right now. It’s spiritual cancer.
Scandal. Satan loves a gossipy story about an affair, a conflict of interest, greed, or woeful mismanagement. If it 
could make one or two families leave, or even split the church, even better.
Busybodies. Satan loves piling on for Christians activities which produce very little for the Kingdom. And he also 
loves encouraging members who always have to be doing ‘something’ (regardless of whether it is actually needed) 
and those who always have to be ‘in the know.’ 
Conflict. Satan loves disagreements between members, and he loves leadership meetings that get out of hand. 
The more trivial the subject, the better the show is for him to watch.
Burnout. Satan loves to dishearten or exhaust a busy church member or leader. He tries to make them feel like 
they are no longer needed, appreciated, or capable.
Rumors. Satan loves dividing people and disrupting relationships. He looks for opportunities to plant juicy little 
stories – true or not – about other members and sometimes even entire congregations. Once a rumor is started, he 
sits back and watches it spread and grow larger in the process.
Marriage & family destruction. Satan loves family problems, especially if it is a key leader’s family. He offers 
opportunities for an affair. He encourages prodigal children. He festers hurt feelings. He knows if he can destroy the 
home, he can destroy the congregation.
Error. Satan loves false doctrine (and even making the word ‘doctrine’ seem out-of-style). And a belief or teaching 
doesn’t have to be entirely false for it to be wrong – it can be partially, or even mostly, true. Truth that may only be 
imbalanced, or truth that has been watered down just a little bit, is still error. Whatever it takes to disguise a wolf and 
lead sheep away from their Shepherd.
Ignorance of God’s Word. Satan loves encouraging the pulpit to preach fluffy sermons, void of any real 
spiritual meat. He knows Scripture illuminates sin & error (cf. Psa. 119:105), and wants to keep things as dark as 
possible.
Egos. Satan loves pride and arrogance. He whispers things like, “You’re to0 good to confess your sin,” or, “You’re 
too important to admit you were wrong.”
While we need to be aware of Satan’s schemes, the real danger is that we won’t recognize his attacks. We accept 
these things as being “normal” for every church, and thus we lower our guard and drift away unknowingly. We need 
to see the spiritual war for our souls and for our congregations for what it is (cf. Eph. 6:12) and snap back to reality.
Fight the good fight of faith (1 Tim. 6:12) against the Evil One. Be encouraged, because Jesus has “overcome the 
world” (John 16:33).
Never forget the most encouraging news of all during this fight:

Little children, you are from God and have overcome them, for!he who is in you is greater than!he who is in the 
world. (1 John 4:4)" " " " "           " "
